Class Procedures
Math Warm-up Work

1.  You will have a colored folder stacked in the room with a number on it. This is your folder for warm-ups for the year. Do not write on the folder, but you will write on the pages inside. You are graded for warm-ups but they should be more fun than regular math work.
2. They have purpose and are not optional. They will help to warm-up your brain and tell it that you are in math class now! They may help you see where math applies to life or just be silly to have some fun. 
3.  Pick up your folder before you sit down, take out a pencil and begin. If you are not sure about what to do you may discuss it with your table, but do not ask for answers or give them out freely. You may help explain it, or ask “how” questions or clarifying questions.
4.  On Friday, you will complete any warm-ups you did not
finish during the week or that you were not here to do. Top math students need to go on to the challenge problem, and any one else can do it, if they want. You will receive an A- (90%) if you complete the 3 lessons for the week, but the challenge is needed to get an A or A+ on warm-ups. There will be 3 (1 weight grades) every quarter.
PASS

On the computer all grades are posted each week for you and your parent to see online. There is a current grade and an overall grade posted. They are updated at different times by different people on campus so they may not immediately be available, but the current grades ( each assignment) are posted 3 times a day so they can give you immediate feedback. Math tests and quizzes are graded by the following day. Please go over mistakes on an assessment when it is returned to you in order to get help or a better understanding, from me or another person. If you see (what you think is) a mistake in grading, put a questions mark by it, and ask me after class about it. I am human and make mistakes, but I also have reasons for accepting different answers in a few cases where I see the thinking going into that answer. You will find PASS on the current families link on our school website. You need a student ID# and PIN that were given your student on their schedule at the beginning of school.
Classwork

1.  Classwork is usually not graded, especially if it is new or fairly new concept. I have taught 4th & 5th so I know if it is new or review.
2.  It is needed PRACTICE, so you need to always attempt it. Like a sport, practice prepares you for the “game”.
3.  Ask specific questions about math processes – not “I don’t get it”.
4.  I will approach most concepts a few different ways unless only one way is the appropriate procedure. This will depend on the class’s ability to grasp the concept. 

5.  I will answer questions as needed and expect everyone to listen to questions and answers because they may help you master the process even faster. If I ring the bell that means I need everyone to listen to what I am saying.
6. Always do math in pencil! Always look over your work before turning it in.
Homework
1. A math packet will be assigned every Monday and must be returned on Friday as you enter the class. It may be turned in early and put on a clipboard for each period that is a back table.

2. Homework is 40 points for complete work, 20 points for incomplete work (even one question), and 0 if not turned in.

3. A quiz may be given on the homework for an additional 10 points.

4. Homework is needed practice and review of math concepts. It is not optional! It should also be done independently and not copied from friends.
5. Questions about the homework may be asked at the beginning of each subject period. Please ask if you need help! I am here to help and I want you to be successful!

Absences
1. There is an absent file or box on the shelf. Check your class period for work that was given when you were absent.

2. If you are absent more than one day, you may request work from the office for someone to pick up for you to do at home.

3. If you are absent on Monday, your math homework packet is still due on Friday as assigned.

4. If you are planning to be out on Friday, your homework is due before you leave. It will be late on Monday. 10% is deducted on all late work. Some work may not be accepted if it is more than one day late.
