VI. Homework and Supplies

A.  Students are to record assignments in day planner. (Website is a backup only.)

B.  Homework will be assigned every Monday (due Tuesday), Tuesday (due Wednesday), and Thursday (due Monday).  Homework:  vocabulary cards, uncompleted class work, preparation for tests, etc.

C.  Late homework may be turned in the next day for 50%.
D.  Keep books covered, your child is responsible for damages.  Do not use adhesive book covers and do not tape the book cover to the book.  Fines will be assessed for damages when they are returned.

E.  Students must come to school each day with the following supplies:

· Calculator (occasional use)

· Blue or black pens for assignments
· Notebook paper (college ruled, loose leaf)

VII. Absentee work (This is an important one to read.):
A. Your child will be given an absentee slip with the day’s activity with the missed assignments and they must be turned in the following day.

B. Some labs cannot be made up and as they are beneficial in raising the overall grade of the quarter, try not to be absent.

C. All work requests must go through the VCSMS office

D. Makeup tests will be given the day your child returns to school during the class period whenever possible. Be prepared.

E. If the test cannot be completed during the class period, the student must make arrangements to take the test after school within three days of returning.

VIII. Tardies:

A.  Class times are posted; students arriving late will be marked tardy.
