1. Accept Criticism

2. Maintain Your Composure

3. Never Be Afraid To Fail.

1.) Be a responsible player and person; use common sense, be honest, be on time, and give 100% at all times no matter how small the task.
2.) The players and coaching staff will use proper language at all times. Inappropriate language will not be tolerated and will be dealt with accordingly.

3.) Players are to respect all equipment at all times. The throwing of bats, gloves, hats, or any other items will not be tolerated and will result in removal from the game or punishment at practice. Remember baseball is a game of failure. How players deal with those failures is what separates true winners from sore losers.

4.) Theft or horseplay involving any team or teammate’s personal items or equipment will not be tolerated.

5.) Report all injuries to a coach and update the coach on any restrictions you receive from a doctor/trainer.

6.) We will not tolerate anyone interfering with a teammate or coach trying to work.

7.) Show respect to your teachers, administrators, and fellow students at all times. 
8.) Respect all orders from school employees, including teachers, campus supervisors, other coaches, administrators, etc.

9.) Always think safety 1st when on the field. Avoid situations that may set up an injury.

10.) Making fun of; or pointing out other players’ lack of talent, playing time, or poor statistics for the sake of a laugh or to be hurtful, will not be tolerated.
