Game Rules

1. Game day at school:

· Any student participating in a school activity, athletic event or practice of any kind is required to attend the majority of his/her scheduled classes (e.g., 2 of 3, 3 of 5 – not including athletic PE) on the day of the event, contest, or practice in order to be eligible to participate. Students are required to report any missed classes to the head coach before practice or game participation.
· PLEASE READ CAREFULLY:
STUDENT-ATHLETES ARE REQUIRED TO MEET WITH THEIR TEACHER(S) PRIOR TO LEAVING SCHOOL EARLY FOR ATHLETIC COMPETITIONS. STUDENT-ATHLETES MUST TURN IN ALL ASSIGNMENTS DUE ON THE DAY OF THE COMPETITION AND MAKE ARRANGEMENTS TO COMPLETE ALL ASSIGNMENTS, INCLUDING TESTS AND/OR QUIZZES, MISSED DURING THE PERIOD(S) ABSENT. TEACHERS MAY REQUIRE A STUDENT-ATHLETE TO TAKE A TEST OR QUIZ BEFORE THE SCHEDULED DISMISSAL TIME. STUDENT-ATHLETES WHO FAIL TO COMPLY WITH THESE REQUIREMENTS MAY EARN ZEROES ON WORK MISSED DUE TO ABSENCE.

SPORTS SCHEDULES ARE PLANNED MONTHS IN ADVANCE AND STUDENT-ATHLETES HAVE AMPLE TIME TO MAKE ARRANGEMENTS WITH THEIR TEACHER(S) PRIOR TO MISSING CLASS FOR AN ATHLETIC COMPETITION.

· All players (Varsity, JV, Middle School) will be required the “game day” collared shirt that will be part of your spirit pack, and will also be required to wear this item on the day of that players’ game (NO UNIFORM JERSEYS!!!).
2. Players who miss a game, will not play the next game unless:

· There are circumstances beyond your control and a required meeting with the head coach. (Mexicali trip is an exception.)

3. Equipment needs on game day:
· Players are expected to come fully prepared with their uniform, glove, cleats, socks, sleeves, belt, hat and protective gear. If a player comes without any of the above, they will not play in that game. Players are not allowed to borrow any of the above items from any players. COME READY TO PLAY!
· If you lose, misplace, or have any items stolen, you can purchase the item(s) from the Spirit Pack list through the athletic office.

4. Travel to and from baseball games:

· Players will be transported on school buses only to games. The school bus will return to the school after the game. If you have a parent or guardian that  came to the game , they are allowed to take you after notifying the head coach.
· Players will travel to games as a team.

· There will be times when the proximity of the (high school) game will not require a bus. On those days, the team will meet at campus and depart together (caravan) at a designated time decided by the head coach. We do this to ensure that everyone will be on time for pre game warm ups. Historically, “meeting everybody” at the game doesn’t work!
5. Game conduct:
PLAYERS:

1. All communication or conflicts with any umpires will be handled by the coaching staff.
2. No player is to ever: 
· Talk back to an umpire.

· Gesture to an umpire.

· Show them up in any way.

· Argue a call for any reason.

3. Socializing will be kept to a minimum any time you are on the baseball field. You will not be allowed to speak “through the fence” to any parent/friend/etc.
4. We will not vocalize, comment, or gesture in any way to opponents, fans, or umpires.

** This includes parents from the stands. Any negative comments to our umpires from the dugout or the stands do not help the team. Please let the coaches handle this. If you feel you need to continue to interact in any way with our umpires, the coach or administrator will have you removed from the field. Again, please understand that complaining about umpires or their calls do NOT help us. 
5. We play with enthusiasm, and give maximum effort every game, inning, at-bat, pitch, all the time.

6. Keep the good of the team in mind at all times – be unselfish. Your positive attitude means more than your ability to the growth of our team(s).
7. Only the current pitcher and the current catcher are allowed to sit on the bench during games. Everyone else is required to stand up “against the fence” and cheer on your teammates regardless of how you’re performing that day.

8. We will not throw helmets, bats, or any other equipment in disgust. Face adversity with maturity – move on.

9. Display proper hustle and discipline at all times.

PARENTS:

1. Be positive. Give encouraging comments (short & positive). Also, just like a player, your body language is more powerful than you think. 
2. If you are going to give your kid a Gatorade, water, etc., please do so 30 minutes prior to the game. If you have it during the game, just notify the coaching staff in between innings and we’ll get it to them.

3. Please refrain from talking to the coaching staff about your child’s playing time, strategies, etc. during the game. 

4. If there is ever any question about where your child stands in the baseball program, we encourage that the child talk to the coach, period. Please refrain from cornering a coach before, during, or after a game or practice. If it’s something that needs to be addressed, please send an email and make an appointment.
