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Your Lab Title Goes Here

Purpose: A written statement of the intent of the lab experiment or the problem to be solved. It may be written as a statement or in question form. Keep it simple and concise.

Hypothesis: After getting some background information about the problem to be solved, write an “educated guess” in an “If…then…” format.

Materials: A complete list of all equipment necessary to run the experiment including safety items.

Procedure: A complete list of numbered steps that you can follow in order to repeat the experiment (exactly). They do not need to be in complete sentence form, but should be written so anyone could follow them without confusion.

Data: Record all observations regarding the experiment in this section.  This is also the place for any graphs or other analysis techniques (such as calculations) that may make your data more understandable or meaningful

Analysis Questions: Answer all questions in complete sentences, number each one and skip a line between each answer.

Conclusion: Using complete sentences, describe the lab that you just completed. In your response, include the several distinct parts described below.
Citations:  If you use another person’s ideas or quote or paraphrase someone else’s written or spoken words, then you must cite them as a source within the paper you are writing and include a more detailed reference on your “Works Cited” page.
