G.  Keep a supply of pencils, pens, paper, and 3X5 cards at home for convenient restocking of school supplies.  Lack of school supplies results in a 10 point deduction from homework grade.

H.  Students must come to school each day with a blue or black pen, college ruled loose leaf notebook paper, red pen, pencil, index cards, 70 or 100 page spiral, calculator, pocket folder, covered pencil sharpener, colored pencils, book cover (not adhesive), box of Kleenex, glue stick
V.  Absentee work:

C. All tests must be made up within three days of the student returning to school
D. Do not call the office for work unless your child is absent for three days
