VI. Homework and Supplies

A.  Students are to record assignments in day planner. (Website is a backup only.)
B.  Homework will be assigned three days a week, usually every Monday (due Tuesday), Tuesday (due Wednesday), and Wed/Thurs. (due Friday).  Homework:  vocabulary cards, uncompleted class work, computer generated final copies of summaries, etc.
C.  Late homework can be turned in up to one week late for partial credit
D.  Keep books covered, your child is responsible for damages.  Do not use adhesive book covers and do not tape the book cover to the book.  Fines will be assessed for damages when they are returned.
E.  Students must come to school each day with the following supplies:

E. If the test cannot be completed during the class period, the student must make arrangements to take the test after school within three days of returning.
