PROJECT: THE EFFECT OF DRUG USE ON THE HUMAN BODY 

The main purpose of this project is to help students study and explore many negative effects of drug use on human body and physiological mechanisms by which drugs can negatively affect our organism. In order to do that you will need to investigate the chemistry of the chosen drug and do a poster following the guidelines given by the instructor. While the emphasis will essentially be on common drugs, students are welcome to include alcohol and tobacco in this research. 

I. General Instructions: 

· The project will be conducted in the form of a poster to be presented in class.  
· The presentation shall have an introduction, body and a conclusion  
· The poster size should be at least 24” by 36”

· If applicable please attach tables, graphs and charts
· References  used should be properly identified on the back of the poster 
· References should include but not limited to: internet, books, and personal interviews
· It would be a good idea to study your information before you present   

· The presentation will take 3-4 minutes followed by questions by the instructor

II. The content should include but not limited to the following: 
1. Chemistry 

· Chemistry of the drug: structure , what other chemical is it similar to?
· Mechanism of action: How does the drug specifically affect the human body? How does it cause the effects that it produces?
· What are the major and minor side effects of the drug?

2. Negative effects on human body? (on all body systems) 
3. Bible integration:

· What Biblical principles can be used to evaluate the use or abuse of this particular drug

· What Biblical verse came into your mind in reference to the use of this drug?
4. Legal and Societal issues
· What is the legal status of this drug (in US and other countries?)
· What penalties exist for illegal use/purchase/dealing? 

· How does this drug socially affect the individual (ie: relationship, career)
